Isis

ÅWas a mythological person

ÅShe brought civilization to Egypt with her 
husband Osiris

ÅThought to possess magic 



Hatshepsut 

ÅLived during 15th century B.C.E.

ÅRuled for 15 years as pharaoh until her death 
in 1485 B.C.E.

ÅShe had a temple in the Valley of the Kings

ÅShe wore the fake beard and head-dress as 
required of a male pharaoh to maintain 
power.



Nefertiti 

ÅLived in the 14th century B.C.E.

ÅChanged Egypt from polytheistic religion to a 
monotheistic religion

Å1st Wife of Akhenaton

ÅHer body is yet to be found

ÅShe had six daughters    



Cleopatra the 7th

ÅRuled Egypt from 51-30 B.C.E.

ÅLast of the Ptolemaic rulers

ÅMarried under Egyptian law to Julius Caesar

ÅWent to Rome with Julius Caesar to wait for 
him to become Emperor

ÅCommitted suicide to avoid humiliation by the 
Romans

ÅWas a mythical person

ÅWas married to Isis who was thought to 
possess magic 

ÅWas killed twice by his brother Set, who was 
eventually over ruled by Horus the son of Isis

ÅRuled during 1279-1212 B.C.E. which was 
during the 19th dynasty

ÅGiven the throne at age 20

ÅRuled for 67 years 



Akhenaton 

ÅRuled 1380-1362 B.C.E.

ÅHad one god for himself, a Sun God

ÅCreated Armarna, a city in the desert

ÅChanged art in Egypt

ÅKing Tut was his son 



King Tutankhamun

ÅReigned 1333-1323 B.C.E.

ÅNine years old when he was pharaoh 

ÅSon of Akhenaton and Kiya

ÅDied of a suspicious head wound

ÅDied at the age of 18 or 19
